Colored fiber optics float throughout, decorative

fixtures bring focus to intimately scaled 

"break-out" areas, and accent lighting highlights

the bookshelves and specific points of 

destination.  Throughout, HLB kept the existing

2x4 fluorescent troffers to save costs and

equipped them with gels to add a colorful splash.

In the auditorium, HLB used recessed low voltage

fixtures with sparkling glass trims for both general

lighting and for softly illuminating the curved

wood ceiling.  The stage is lit for special "party"

events via decorative low voltage accent lights. 
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
